Agreement on Academic Cooperation
between

Youngstown State University, U.S.A.

and

Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University, Thailand

Youngstown State University, (hereafter YSU), and Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University,
(hereafter RBRU), enter into the following terms of agreement for the purpose of promoting
academic and scientific cooperation and carrying out Study Abroad, student and staff
exchanges between the two institutions.

1. Scope and Forms of Cooperation

Subject to mutual consent, cooperation may include any field or program offered at either
university that is desirable and feasible to the parties and which will contribute to the
fostering and development of the cooperation.

Cooperation may be carried out through such activities as:
e Visits of teachers and researchers
e Implementation of student mobility programs
e Development of summer camps or winter camps
o Implementation of partner rate scholarship
e Cooperative research projects
e Development of joint academic programs

2. Staff / Faculty Visits

Upon agreement of the parties, members of research, teaching or administrative staff may be
invited to the host institution for a short-term visit to carry out teaching, research or
administrative tasks. Typically, the duration of the exchanges may vary from one week to
four weeks. Occasionally, the duration of the exchanges may be longer if mutually agreed
upon. The home institution will maintain its staff member on full salary during the period of
the exchange.

The visiting staff member(s) must be nominated by the home institution and approved by the
hosting institution. Furthermore, the timing, aims and program for the visit must be
approved by both institutions. If the proposed visit is approved, the hosting institution will
designate a department or unit to work with the incoming staff member.

The hosting institution will provide work space and access to library and other facilities, and
assist the incoming staff member(s) in locating accommodations.

2.3

Travelling expenses for the visiting staff member(s) will be the responsibility of the home
institution. The terms regarding accommodation and daily allowance inside the host country
will be negotiated on a case-by-case basis and agreed upon in writing prior to the
commencement of the respective visit. Both parties to this Agreement shall endeavour to find
external funding to support staff and student mobility.

3. Implementation of Partner Rate Scholarship

3.1

If RBRU wishes to nominate a Partner Scholarship Student at the undergraduate level to
study for up to one academic year at YSU, YSU will agree to grant a scholarship of up to
$3,000 per semester to no more than 5 Partner Scholarship Students who successfully apply
from RBRU yearly. Scholarships will be issued up to two semesters. These students shall be
known as Partner Scholarship Studentsand shall apply for J1 visas.

3.2

RBRU will nominate the Partner Scholarship candidate. It is recommended that the Partner
Scholarship Students will have completed at least one year of study at the home institution
prior to participating in the Study Abroad experience. Partner Scholarship candidates must
make a formal application for admission to the host institution, providing application
documents required by the host institution. All nominations will be made taking into
consideration the normal requirements of the host institutions, which will decide on the
acceptability of the students nominated. Candidate must provide evidence of English
Proficiency via either a TOEFL (iBT) 67 or IETLS 6.0 (minimum 5.0 for all subsections);
a candidate may also choose to submit evidence of English proficiency via a test provided by
YSU.



3.3
The period of enrolment for the Partner Scholarships Students will be during the Fall or
Spring semesters for one semester or a full academic year.

3.4

The host institution reserves the right to make final judgements on the admission of Partner
Scholarship Students. Nominated Partner Scholarship Students shall have all the same rights
and responsibilities at the host institution that the institution establishes for its own fulltime
students. Partner Scholarship Students should work with their advisor at their home
institution to identify and select courses which are appropriate in terms of the students’
preparation and the host institution’s prerequisites. Students will be permitted to choose
courses at the host institution which correspond in terms of their type and level to courses
which they are required to take at their home university, and which will thus be eligible for
transfer.

3.5

Upon completion of the Study Abroad period the Partner Scholarship Students are expected
to return to the home institution. Any extension of the stay must be approved by both parties
in writing by the designated official of each department in question upon recommendation of
the liaison officers.

3.6 :
Both institutions will provide each other with a transcript of records for each student who has
participated in the Study Abroad experience.

3.7

If RBRU wishes to nominate students to study English as a Second Language (ESL) at YSU,
YSU will agree to grant a scholarship of up to $800 per semester (3400 for each ESL Term) to
o more than 15 Students who successfully apply from RBRU. Scholarships will be issued up
to two semesters. These students shall be known as Partner School ESL Students, and shall
apply for F1 visas and comply with YSU ELI student admission procedures.

3.8

YSU shall assist reserving accommodations for incoming partner school students in the local
student apartments or dormitories, or if student accommodations are not available, assist
exchange students in finding other suitable accommodations. In addition to tuition, partner
school students are responsible for other expenses, including;:

o transportation to and from the host institution

e medical insurance

o accommodation and meals

o text books and personal expenses

o all debts incurred during the Study Abroad period.



4. Student Exchange

Each University Language Institute agrees to exchange students from the other university for
a one-semester study. YSU will accept 1 student from RBRU for ESL study at the English
Language Institute (ELI) for one semester each academic year with no ELI instructional fee
assessed. The student exchange does not apply to credit-bearing courses at YSU. Students
from RBRU who wish to study credit-bearing courses are eligible for a Partner Scholarship as-
described in Section 3. Exchange students in the ELI must pay program fees including health
fees, student recreation and activity fees.

RBRU will accept 1 student from YSU for study at RBRU for one semester study each year
with a full tuition waiver. The number of exchange students may be changed each year by
mutual consent. If an unequal exchange ratio occurs in any year, a balance will be achieved
over the following two-year period.

5. Cooperative Research and Projects
YSU and RBRU shall endeavour to cooperate on projects that enhance the academic standing,

opportunities and projects of both universities. Such projects may include joint research, joint
exhibitions, participation in conferences and/or symposia sponsored by either institution. If

necessary, both. institutions will agree on specific terms for such joint projects that will be.. ... .

governed by a separate agreement.

6. Terms of Cooperation -

The terms of cooperation for activities, other than Study Abroad, staff or student exchanges,
implemented under this Agreement, including the financial aspects and obligations, shall be

mutually discussed and-agreed upon in-writing prior to the initiation of the activity.- Any -
such agreements entered into, as outlined above, shall bear reference to this Agreement.

Collaborating institutions will work together to identify and secure external funding for the
cooperation activities. In the absence of external funding, the parties will be responsible for
their own costs.



7. Coordination of Cooperation Activities

Each institution shall designate a coordinating unit for this Agreement. The coordinating
units will be responsible for the implementation of this Agreement and for the evaluation of
cooperative activities. The coordinating units for this Agreement are:

Notification of any change in coordinating units will be made in writing but does not require
an amendment to this Agreement.

8. Duration of the Agreement

This Agreement will come into effect with the appropriate signatures of each institution. It
will remain in force until December 31, 2022 or until either party terminates it by giving six
months’ written notice to the other party. The Agreement may be amended by mutual written
consent of the two parties. If this Agreement is translated into a language other than the
English language, the document in the English language shall be the official, binding version.
