I. Introduction and Principles

This Memorandum of Understanding (MQOU) is founded on a mutual recognition of the critical
role that STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics) education plays in
cultivating creativity, systematic thinking, and problem-solving abilities in Thai students. The
signatory parties acknowledge the necessity of a dynamic and progressive approach to STEM
education, which is essential for the development of national resources and to keep pace with
the swift advancements in science and technology.

Il. Main Activities

1. Battle of the Numbers (B.0.N) Competition: This competition leverages the educational
board game 'Battle of the Numbers' to enhance students' mathematical skills. The focus
is on gamification as a learning tool, aimed at improving computational abilities, critical
thinking, and strategic planning.

2. Creative STEAM Bootcamp: Facilitated by specialists from South Korea, these sessions are
designed to engage students in Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and Mathematics
(STEAM). The goal is to foster creativity, enhance problem-solving and critical thinking
skills, and develop leadership, communication, and teamwork abilities.

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lll. Objectives

1. To develop STEAM knowledge and skills among students and Rajabhat trainees also
inspire innovative integration of this knowledge in various contexts.

2. To create a positive learning environment that fosters teamwork and collaborative
learning attitudes.

3. To enhance the potential and strategic thinking skills of students and Rajabhat trainees,
establishing a strong foundation in mathematics, programming, and other related
disciplines.

4. To encourage the development of problem-solving skills that are applicable in both
everyday life and competitive scenarios.

5. To provide opportunities for underprivileged students to engage in innovative
educational activities.

6. To provide insights into various STEM careers to Rajabhat trainees.

V. Duration, Amendments, and Termination

Duration: This MOU shall be effective upon the date of the last signatory and shall remain in
effect for a period of 3 years unless terminated earlier by any party with a written notice given
at least 60 days in advance.

Amendments: This MOU may be amended at any time with the mutual written consent of all
parties. Any amendments must be signed by authorized representatives of each party and
attached to the original MOU.

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Termination: Any party may terminate this MOU for any reason with no less than 60 days written
notice to the other parties. Upon termination, all ongoing activities shall be concluded in an
orderly manner and any shared resources shall be returned to the respective parties. The
cancellation of this memorandum of understanding does not give rise to any right to claim any
expenses or damages against each other.

VL. Legal and Compliance

Each party agrees to comply with all relevant laws and regulations of Thailand in the execution
of this MOU. The parties shall ensure that all activities under this MOU are carried out in a legal
and ethical manner. Any legal disputes arising from this MOU shall be resolved through mediation
or, failing that, by arbitration in accordance with the rules of the Thai Arbitration Institute (TAI).
